
Kashmir Authorities Begin Profiling Mosques, Madrassas 
After Busting ‘White Collar’ Terror Module

Srinagar: Authorities in Kashmir have 
started a detailed process of proiling 
mosques, madrassas, and people manag-
ing these religious institutions following 
the busting of a major ‘white collar’ 
terror module last year. The move 
aims to strengthen oversight, improve 
record-keeping, and prevent the misuse 
of religious platforms for unlawful 
activities.Data Collection Drive Across 
KashmirO�cials conirmed that a 
proforma has been issued to village 
numberdars (village-level revenue staf) 
to collect detailed information about: 
Mosques and madrassas
Imams (prayer leaders)Madrassa teach-

ersManagement committee members
The exercise is being carried out across 
several areas of the Valley. ocus on 
Funding and Administration
A key focus of the proiling drive is 
the inancial functioning of mosques 
and madrassas. Authorities are seeking 
information on:Sources of funds used 
for construction
Donations and inancial contributions
Daily operational expenses
The aim is to ensure transparency and 
accountability in the management of 
religious institutions. Personal and 
Identiication Details Sought
As part of the enumeration process, 

imams, teachers, and committee mem-
bers have been asked to provide several 
personal and identiication details, in-
cluding: Aadhaar card and bank account 
informationProperty ownership details
Passport, ration card, driving licence
SIM card details and mobile phone 
IMEI numbersSocial media handles
O�cials stated that the data will be 
used to create a centralised database of 
religious institutions and their func-
tionaries. Background: ‘White Collar’ 
Terror Module Case
According to senior o�cials, the proil-
ing initiative follows revelations made 
during the investigation into a terror 

module busted in November last year by 
Jammu and Kashmir Police, with assis-
tance from police forces in other states. 
The probe revealed that some suspects 
were radicalised through madrassas 
or online platforms, prompting closer 
scrutiny of certain networks. Authorities 
also noted that the proforma seeks infor-
mation about the sect followed by the 
mosque or madrassa, such as Barelvi, 
Deobandi, Hanai, or Ahle Hadeeth. As 
part of the process, individuals have 
also been asked to disclose any past 
involvement in terror-related or subver-
sive activities, including pending cases 
or convictions.

Kerala unit of BJP extends support to 
renaming of state; sends letter to PM, CM
Party state Chief Rajeev Chandrasekhar sent letters to the PM and Chief Minister Pinarayi Vijayan, making the party’s stand clear in the matter.

The Kerala unit of the BJP 
has extended support to the 
LDF government’s move to 
rename the state as “Ker-
alam” and sought Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi’s 
intervention for the same. 
Party state Chief Rajeev 
Chandrasekhar sent letters to 
the PM and Chief Minister 
Pinarayi Vijayan, making 
the party’s stand clear in the 
matter.
The renaming would help to 
curb the attempts of extrem-
ist forces that are raising de-
mands for the division of the 
state into separate districts 
on the basis of religion, he 
said. In his letter to the Prime 
Minister, Chandrasekhar 
pointed out that state Legis-
lative Assembly had passed 
a resolution to change the 
name of the state in o�cial 
records from “Kerala” to 
“Keralam”.Stating that the 

BJP’s ideology is grounded 
in protecting and respect-
ing linguistic culture and 
traditions, he said the party 
has always seen the state as 
“Keralam” with thousands 
of years of tradition, heritage 
and culture that it represents.

The leader, in the letter, 
expressed hope that with 
the renaming of the state, all 
political parties will work to-
gether to revive and preserve 
the state’s rich traditional 
heritage and also work to 
create a “Vikasita, Surakshita 
Keralam” where the faith 

and tradition of all people 
cutting across their religion 
is protected and respected. 
“A Keralam deeply rooted 
in its history, whilst working 
for a bright, prosperous fu-
ture for all Malayalees, will 
also serve to blunt the eforts 
of some radical elements in 

our society, who continue to 
raise demands for carving 
out more ‘separate districts’ 
based on religion to fragment 
our State,” he said.
“We respectfully request 
your intervention to ensure 
that our state is named the 
Malayalam-rooted name 
(Keralam),” Chandrasekhar 
added in the letter to PM 
Modi.
The BJP state president 
reiterated the same stand in 
his letter to the chief minister 
and expressed hope about 
creating a ‘developed and 
safe Kerala’ where the faith 
of all Malayalis living with 
diferent religious beliefs 
is protected and respected.
The Kerala assembly, in 
August 2024, had unani-
mously adopted a resolution 
urging the Centre to o�cially 
change the state’s name to 
‘Keralam’.

tegrated healthcare delivery during the camp 
period. This initiative is part of the Indian 
Navy’s continued eforts to support and aug-
ment existing healthcare services in the island 
territory through regular conduct of camps as 
part of Navy Day outreach activities, said an 
o�cial in a statement.

Right to Protest for All, but Violence and Burning of 

Mosques Are Unacceptable; Foreign Dictation Will Not Be 

Tolerated: Iranian Consul General

At a program held today 
at the Iranian Consulate in 
Banjara Hills, Hyderabad, 
the Consul General of the 
Islamic Republic of Iran 
in Hyderabad, Mr. Hamid 
Ahmadiyeh, held a detailed 
meeting and interactive 
discussion with senior jour-
nalists from South India. The 
meeting was part of ongoing 
eforts to maintain engage-
ment and mutual coordina-
tion with the media. 
On the occasion, the Consul 

General highlighted the 
centuries-old historical and 
cultural ties between Iran 
and India and emphasized 
the vital role of the media in 
promoting mutual under-
standing and the responsible 
dissemination of informa-
tion. Referring to the recent 
situation in Iran, he stated 
that the initial economic 
protests were peaceful 
and conducted within the 
constitutional framework. 
He clariied that Article 27 of 

the Constitution of the Islam-
ic Republic of Iran permits 
peaceful assemblies and 
protests without arms. 
He further stated that Iran’s 
Supreme Leader, Ayatollah 
Syed Ali Khamenei, and 
President Masoud Pezeshki-
an had also termed peaceful 
public protests as legitimate, 
following which the authori-
ties facilitated and monitored 
such gatherings. The Consul 
General added that the vio-
lence, vandalism, and attacks 

on public installations that 
occurred in later stages 
were the result of organized 
actions involving foreign 
interference, as conirmed 
by investigations conducted 
by security and intelligence 
agencies. These incidents 
resulted in damage to public 
transport, emergency service 
vehicles, inancial institu-
tions, and mosques. 
He made it clear that, like 
other democratic countries, 
Iran draws a clear distinction 
between peaceful protest and 
violent unrest, and does not 
tolerate terrorism or violence 
carried out with foreign 
backing under any circum-
stances. 
On this occasion, a spe-
cial video program was 
organized by the Iranian 
Consulate to clarify the facts 
and authenticity of reports 
circulating worldwide re-
garding the ongoing protests 
in Iran and the involvement 
of rioting elements. Respon-
sible journalists associated 
with all major English and 
Urdu newspapers of the city 
were invited to attend. 
Various videos were 
screened showing scenes of 
rioters setting mosques on 
ire and damaging public and 
national property. Along-
side these, videos depicting 

people coming out onto 
the streets on January 12 in 
support of the Government 
of Iran were also shown. In 
addition, a video message 
of Iran’s Supreme Leader, 
Ayatollah Syed Ali Khame-
nei, was presented to the 
participants. 
At the conclusion of the 
program, a dinner was 
hosted. On this occasion, 
the Consul General of Iran 
in Hyderabad, Mr. Hamid 
Ahmadiyeh, and the Deputy 
Consul General of Iran, Mr. 
Agha Mohsin Moqaddami, 
thanked the journalists and 
dignitaries who attended the 
program and appreciated 
their cooperation.Among 
those present at the pro-
gram were Mr. Syed Jafer 
Hussain, Editor of(Sa-
da-e-Hussaini Daily),Mr.

EC Deleted 54 Lakh ‘Genuine Voters’ 
in Bengal Without Hearing, Alleges 

Mamata Banerjee
Kolkata: West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata 
Banerjee on Tuesday made serious allega-
tions against the Election Commission of 
India, claiming that 54 lakh genuine voters 
were deleted from electoral rolls in West 
Bengal without being given any chance to de-
fend themselves during the ongoing Special 
Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise.Addressing 
a press conference at the state secretariat 
Nabanna, Mamata Banerjee said the deletions 
were carried out unilaterally and amounted 
to a direct attack on democracy.Allegation of 
Unilateral Deletions Using AI Tools
The Chief Minister alleged that the Election 
Commission, while operating from Delhi, 
misused the powers of Electoral Registration 
O�cers (EROs) to delete names from voter 
lists.She claimed that:AI-based tools alleged-
ly linked to the BJP were used to lag “logical 
discrepancies”Women voters who changed 
surnames after marriage were afectedNames 
of living voters were wrongly marked as 
deceasedAccording to her, many EROs were 
not even aware that voter names were being 
removed under their authority.No Opportuni-
ty Given to Defend NamesMamata Banerjee 
alleged that a large number of deleted voters 
were never informed of the grounds for de-
letion, denying them the right to defend their 
inclusion in the electoral rolls.
She said she has already written ive letters 
to Chief Election Commissionr Ganesh 
Kumar, raising concerns over digitisation 
errors, anomalies, and procedural lapses that 
caused hardship to voters.Claim of Plan to 
Remove One Crore More VotersEscalating 
her attack, the Chief Minister alleged that 
the BJP–EC nexus was planning to delete 
another one crore voter names from the inal 
electoral rolls.She said 1.36 crore voters have 

been earmarked for veriication on grounds 
of “logical discrepancy,” including well-
known personalities such as:Amartya SenJoy 
GoswamiMohammed ShamiLaxmi Ratan 
ShuklaShe alleged that the list itself was 
designed to justify mass deletions
Objections to Micro-Observers and Pro-
ceduresMamata Banerjee questioned the 
deployment of micro-observers during SIR 
hearings, alleging that such deployment is 
not permitted under SIR rules and is being 
implemented only in West Bengal. The Chief 
Minister also displayed a photo alleging bulk 
transport of voter deletion forms in parts of 
the state. She claimed that in Bankura and 
Malda districts, large numbers of Form 7 
applications were being transported for mass 
deletions. Police conirmed that two persons 
were detained from a vehicle in Bankura, 
from which illed Form 7 documents were 
recovered. An FIR has been registered at 
Khatra police station, while some occupants 
of the vehicle reportedly led.
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
